(no denim and
length should be

- Black or Blue
Jeans (no rips
or frays)

— Dress Sandals

Extra Notes

— ACCEPTABLE ACCESSORIES: tasteful jewelry, fashion scarves
— UNACCEPTABLE ACCESSORIES: winter accessories (hats, mittens, toques,
etc.), baseball hats

- ACTIVE PIN must be worn, or it will result in a dress code violation or

warning - you cannot attend chapter without your pin
— Shoes must always BE worn

— 3 dress code warnings 1s equivalent to 1 unexcused absence from chapter
